Park wildlife includes buffale, moose, elk, deer, antelope, Big Horn sheep and — favorites of all — the grizzly and
black bears. Fish found in park waters (no fishing license required) are cutthroat, rainbow, Loch Leven and brook trout.

Yellowstone Park, estoblished by Congress in 1872, is the largest of the national parks.

Accommodations are available in the park from about May 10 to Oclober 15. On the edges of the park, occom-
modations are available all year.

In the fall, deciduous frees display brilliant colors, highest
peaks glisten with their first white dusting of snew, and skies deepen lo a startling blue.

Accommedations in the park are
available from June 15 to September 10; all-year-round accommodations are conveniently located on the park's fringes,
