Much of the park is accessible only by trail,
and more than a thousand miles of horseback
and foot trails lead deep into untouched wilder-
ness. Many of the glaciers can be visited readily
by trail, and the park’'s best fishing is often
found in the back country. (No fishing license
is required.) Saddle horses are available; riding
experience is unnecessary.

Warm, sunny days and cool, starry nights
are the rule throughout the summer. Early sea-
son visitors find waterfalls at their most glorious,
and mountain peaks still covered with winter
snows. In the fall, deciduous trees display bril- _
liant colors, highest peaks glisten with their first 14

State Parks

LEwis aND CrLARE CAvERN, Montana's
featured state park, is the largest lime-
stone cavern in the Northwest. Located
in the heart of Montana’s vacationland
between Glacier and Yellowstone National
Parks, Lewis and Clark Cavern is easy to
reach and fun to explore.

Colorful stalactites, stalagmites, clus-
terites and flowstone, produced by a mil-
lion yvears of natural processes, form
interesting and unusual sights.

The cavern is all electrically-lighted,
and is safe and comfortable to visit. An
open-air jeep railroad runs up the hillside
from park headquarters to near the cav-
ern entrance, and an electric tram com-
pletes the trip.

The Ponderosa Pine, State Tree
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buffalo, was first seen by white men—the Veren-
dryes, French fur-traders—in 1743.

In 1805-06 Lewis and Clark explored the area,
then part of the Louisiana Territory.

In 1807 Manuel Lisa, a fur-trader, built Mon-
tana’s first trading post.

The first permanent white settlement was St.
Mary’s Mission, founded in 1841.

In 1862 a rich gold strike at Bannack brought a
rush of prospectors. With gold discoveries at Vir-
ginia City and Helena, thousands more followed.
Outlaws flourished in the surging gold camps until
the Vigilantes organized and dispensed justice.

The great cowboy era began in 1866 when the
first herd of longhorn cattle was trailed in from
Texas.

The growing intrusion of white men into the
Indians’ homeland, the disappearance of buffalo,
and failure of white men to keep their treaties
brought the Indian wars of the '60’s and '70’s.
Custer’s Last Stand occurred in 1876. A year later
the major battles ended with Chief Joseph’s
surrender.

The third largest state, Montana averages
580 miles in length and 315 miles in width.
The Continental Divide runs north and
south through the western section. The
highest point is Granite Peak, 12,850
feet; the lowest is 1,820 feet on the Koo-
tenai River at the Idaho line.

Eastern Montana is plains country;
plains and isolated mountain ranges form
the central section; the western third is
made up of mountains and mountain
valleys.

Climate varies with topography and
altitude. Average annual temperature is
42.9° F. Statewide average rainfall is
14.59 inches.

Nine railroads, 11 bus lines and 3 air
lines serve Montana; 7,795 miles of paved
highways cross the state.

Vast lands suited to agriculture, fine
native grasses, minerals, timber and water
are Montana's most valuable resources.

The value of farm production and in-
come from livestock totals $475,000,000
annually. Ten million acres are under
cultivation. Major crops are hard north-
ern wheat, hay, barley, sugar beets, corn,
oats, potatoes, alfalfa seed, mustard
seed, flaxseed and beans. Principal live-

stock are cattle (2,350,000) and sheep
(1,757,000.)

Leading minerals are copper, petro-
leum, zinc, lead, silver, vermiculite,
chrome, manganese, phosphate rock and
coal. Annual production is valued at
$202,000,000, chiefly from copper
($81,000,000) and oil ($49,000,000.)

Montana has 21,000,000 acres in tim-
ber—ponderosa and lodgepole pine, west-
ern larch, fir and spruce. Three million
Christmas trees are cut each vear.
The annual value of forest products is
$104,000,000.

Electric power comes from numerous
dams and steam generating plants. Major
dams are Fort Peck and Hungry Horse.
Under construction are two new ddms—
Noxon Rapids and Cochrane—and a new
power plant at Fort Peck.

Manufacturing includes refining of
copper, zine, aluminum and petroleum;
production of elemental phosphorus and
phosphate fertilizer, timber milling, sugar
refining and flour milling. New industrial
developments include a pulp mill near
Missoula and a coal by-products plant at
Red Lodge. Value of all manufactured
products in Montana approximates
$150,000,000 annually.
